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Let’s get to work. 

Before you get started
If installing a Rear Roof Shelf and Light 
Cargo Barrier at the same time, both 
handle brackets must be installed 
layered together. 
 
We recommend locating the handle 
bracket in your Rear Roof Shelf kit 
before continuing on with installation 
for the Light Cargo Barrier.

Preparation
1.	 Remove car headrests.

2.	 Remove the rear interior roof 
handles and position the flat bracket 
under the handles; re-attach using 
the original bolts. Ensure the 
bracket is in the correct orientation 
as pictured. 

3.	 If you are installing a Light Cargo 
Barrier in conjuction with a Rear 
Roof Shelf, you will need to layer 
the handle brackets for both in 
the correct orientation prior to 
installing the rest of the Barrier. 
Layer the Rear Roof Bracket on top, 
as pictured in the lineart. 
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Installation
4.	 With the head rests removed, slide 

the head rest brackets over the 
pins as pictured. Re-install the head 
rests with the brackets in place

5.	 Attach the upper brackets to the 
barrier using the supplied M6 bolts 
and M6 washer. 

6.	 Position the main barrier and 
secure loosely to the head rest 
brackets using hte M10 domed head 
bolts and M10 washer. 

7.	 Attach the side brackets to the 
handle bracket using the M10 knob. 
Adjust the position of the barrier by 
selecting the most suitable hole in 
the handle bracket.

8.	 Tighten up all bolts.

9.	 The barrier is now installed and can 
be quickly removed by lifting out 
the head rests and removing the 
plastic door handles.
